February 15, 2008: Bids Due. Phone and fax bids will be accepted until 5:00 p.m. on this date. All mailed bids must be postmarked on or before this date and received before bid opening.

February 19, 2008 @ 1:30 p.m.: Bid opening. Bids will be opened at location at the Bounds property (check www.usfwc.com any updated details). Attendance is welcomed, but not required.

February 21, 2008 @ 5:00 p.m.: Bid chosen. Successful bidder will be selected no later than this date and time.

Marked Timber Description

This timber has a wide variety of quality, a large part of it being hardwood sawtimber, but pallet logs and possibly some higher-quality veneer trees being present as well. The overall forest health is good with some patches of die-off due to beaver damage and/or other natural mortality. The percent composition by volume for the 3 main components to be harvested are 62.0% Pecan (Carya illinoensis), 12.5% Green Ash (Fraxinus pennsylvanica) and 16.2% Hackberry (Celtis occidentalis). Other marked species include: Osage Orange (Maclura pomifera), Elm (Ulmus spp.), Pin Oak (Quercus palustris), Post Oak (Quercus stellata), Catalpa (Catalpa spp.), Silver Maple (Acer saccharinum) and Sycamore (Platanus occidentalis) in relatively small volumes which accounts for 9.3% of the total marked volume. Overall volume has been measured at approximately 26.1 MBF Doyle, 29.7 MBF Scribner and 33.2 MBF International ¼” using a Form Class of 78 for all species. All timber marked with bright yellow paint by USFWC may be cut and removed from the property. Only numbered trees were used in sale volume estimates. Those marked with an “X” in bright yellow paint are TSI and/or pulp trees that may be cut and removed from the area.

This harvest is a select-tree harvest in accordance with the management desires of the landowners. Thinning from below was used to release remaining trees of better form and more desirable species. No pulpwood trees were intentionally marked and measured for this sale. The only trees that were intended to be marked for this sale are those that provide a dimensional lumber product, but volume estimates and quality descriptions are not guaranteed. Correct product classification is dependent upon the timber harvesters. Each bidder is expected to make an audit of the marked timber and bid by his or her own needs, harvesting crew ability and utilization standards. All marked trees are not required to be cut and some additional TSI trees may be available as turn/bump trees for skidding purposes as well as for felling purposes. Any damaged timber may be required to be felled and removed from the stand by the forester. As a mostly bottomland area, the tract must be logged at a time when undue rutting, compaction and soil disturbance is not an issue. Any rutting, etc. will be required to be fixed and soil stabilized to prevent erosion. Streamside Management Zones (SMZ’s) have not been marked, but loggers are expected to follow the guidelines set forth in the Best Management Practices guidelines for the State of Oklahoma.

Location and Accessibility

This tract may be accessed by traveling south on US Highway 69 from Adair, Oklahoma then turning west on W 430 Rd approximately 3 miles outside of town. The main access gate is located approximately .75 miles from US Highway 69 on the north side of the road. The legal description for this tract is W2 SE4 & E2 SW4 of Section 8, T22N, R19E and contains approximately 37 forested acres. There is a new, concrete creek crossing that has been established to access the northeast part of the tract.

Terms

Minimum acceptable offer has been set at $7,000. The buyer must sign a lump sum agreement within ten (10) working days of bid acceptance. Payment of a twenty percent (20%) non-refundable deposit is required to be submitted along with the signed contract. The remaining 80% must be paid in full and check must clear at least five (5) days before harvesting and removal of any trees. The buyer must have all legally required insurances on vehicles, equipment, employees and sub-contractors in place and have them available upon request. The buyer is also requested to add the landowners as additional insured to his or her general liability coverage while work is taking place on the property.

A performance bond of ten (10%) of the sale, but no less than $1,000 must be submitted to United States Forestry and Wildlife Consulting, LLC at least five (5) working days prior to moving any equipment onto the property or cutting any trees. The deposit will be returned after harvesting has been completed and inspection of the property by the forester has determined that all necessary and required site treatments have been successfully completed. No interest will be paid on this deposit. 

Scaling Methods

Trees were scaled by measuring the diameter at breast height (4.5’) to the nearest 1/10” and estimating the number of 16-foot logs in the main bole of the tree down to the nearest ¼ log. Logs were estimated ocularly and periodically checked through measurement using a clinometer and logger’s tape. No logs less than 8’ were intentionally tallied. Logs were estimated to a stopping point such as a branch or other significant defect. If there was enough clear bole above that stopping point to provide at least another ½ log, that was usually tallied as such. 

Considerations

1. All Best Management Practices for Oklahoma must be followed

2. Damage to residual stand must be kept to a minimum. Directional felling ability is required. Skidder operators must be able to perform his or her tasks with a minimum amount of damage

3. Damaged fences and roads must be repaired

4. Slash is requested to be reduced to less than 3 feet deep to expedite decomposition and for aesthetic purposes

5. A BF by species and/or product class price at time the landowners acquired the property may be requested for timber basis analysis
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
